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World Antimicrobial Awareness Week 2022

Antimicrobial resistance (AMR) occurs when bacteria, viruses, fungi and parasites change
over time and no longer respond to medicines, making infections harder to treat and
increasing the risk of disease spread, severe illness and death. As a result of drug resistance,
antibiotics and other antimicrobial medicines become ineffective and infections become
increasingly difficult or impossible to treat. Researchers estimated that AMR in bacteria

caused an estimated 1.27 million deaths in 2019.
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Health must be front and centre in the COP27 climate change
negotiations

On the eve of the pivotal climate talks at COP27, WHO issues a grim reminder that the
climate crisis continues to make people sick and jeopardizes lives and that health must be at

the core of these critical negotiations..
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Strengthening primary health care to tackle racial discrimination,
promote intercultural services and reduce health inequities

As countries aim to progress towards the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and
achieving universal health coverage, health inequities driven by racial discrimination and
intersecting factors remain pervasive. Inequities experienced by indigenous peoples as well
as people of African descent, Roma and other ethnic minorities are of concern globally; they

are unjust, preventable and remediable.
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Systems for health: everyone has a role

The boundaries of what constitutes health systems are expanding. Health systems need to be
reimagined as systems for health that create both healthy populations and health security
while supporting the achievement of universal health coverage. In this flagship report,
systems for health are defined as systems ready to respond to both known and unknown
future threats, hazards and risks; they address social, economic, environmental and

commercial drivers of health that are critical to securing and enabling healthier societies.
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We need food, not tobacco — focus of World No Tobacco Day 2023

A global food crisis is growing fueled by conflict, climate change, impacts of the COVID-19
pandemic as well as the ripple effects of the war in Ukraine driving rising prices of food, fuel
and fertilizer. Tobacco growing and production lead to long term, global ecological harms and
climate change, and plays a crucial role in determining the future of agriculture and food
security. WHO today announces the 2023 global campaign for World No Tobacco Day

— focused on growing sustainable food crops instead of tobacco.

Measles vaccination coverage has steadily declined since the beginning of the COVID-19
pandemic. In 2021, a record high of nearly 40 million children missed a measles vaccine dose:
