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World Drowning Prevention Day 2023

Drowning has caused over 2.5 million deaths in the last decade. The overwhelming majority of
these deaths (90%) happen in low- and middle-income countries. Globally, the highest drowning
rates occur among children aged 1—4 years, followed by children aged 5-9 years.
